Tonight's Game Overview
The Rochester Knighthawks and Saskatchewan Rush are set to face off at Segar & 
Sciortino Field at The Blue Cross Arena. The Knighthawks will start the back stretch of their 
season against the top team in the league. The Rush enter the night off a game with the 
Buffalo Bandits less than 24 hours prior to the 7 p.m. faceoff.

It will be the first meeting this year between the franchises and only the fifth match all-time 
since 2022. The Knighthawks enter the matchup off their final bye week of the season. 
The Rush became the first team in the league to reach double-digit wins last weekend, 
topping the Philadelphia Wings 14-6. After this game, the Knighthawks will play every 
remaining weekend of the NLL season as they march to May. 

Last Time Out
The Knighthawks hosted the Ottawa Black Bears for their ninth game of the season. Zed 
Williams got the scoring started for Rochester while the Knighthawks built a 4-1 lead early in 
the second quarter. The Black Bears' offense found their stride in the fourth, though, as they 
scored five goals to Rochesterʼs two en route to a 10-8 win.

The Knighthawks were led by Williams and Graydon Hogg, each with two goals, while 
Connor Fields and Ryan Lanchbury combined for five assists. Riley Hutchcraft made 33 saves 
in his second start of the season.

Scouting the Rush

The Knighthawks will return to Segar & Sciortino Field next weekend as they host the 
Calgary Roughnecks at 1 p.m. for a Sunday matinee. Get ready to dive into the multiverse 
for Marvel Day. The Knighthawks will wear one-of-a-kind Spider-Man: Miles Morales 
jerseys that will be auctioned off after the game, with a portion of the proceeds benefiting 
Webster Comfort Care Home.

The Rush head to Rochester with the best record in the NLL, coming off a game Friday night 
down the I-90 in Buffalo. Through 12 games, Saskatchewan has scored the most goals in 
the league (137) and has the largest goal differential (37).

Four of their forwards rank in the Top 15 in league scoring. Ryan Keenan ranks fourth with 
26 goals and 40 assists, Robert Church ranks eighth with 21 goals and 37 assists, Austin 
Shanks is tied for 12th with 22 goals and 31 assists, and Zach Manns ranks 15th with 26 
goals and 26 assists. They boast a strong unit in transition, with Jake Boudreau and Mike 
Messenger each over 12 points this season and Jake Naso winning 66% at the faceoff dot. 

Defensively, the Rush have been one of the best teams in the league, allowing an average 
of 45 shots on goal per game. Frank Scigliano has started every game this season between 
the pipes and ranks first in the NLL in goaltender wins and second in save percentage 
(.802).

Multiple Knighthawks have found their way to the top of stat charts this season. Connor 
Fields ranks third in the league in goals (27) and seventh in points (62) while Ryan 
Lanchbury is tied for sixth in assists (39). 

Defensively, the Knighthawks have also found themselves in the Top Ten. Matt Gilray is tied 
for sixth in the league in blocked shots (12) while Ian Llord is tied for seventh (11). Brad 
Gillies and Llord are both top five in the advanced statistic of shot contests, a measure that 
tracks how often the defender is close and square to a shooter. Gillies has 67, and Llord 
has 66 contests this season for fourth and fifth-most in the league. 

Jake Piseno leads all defenders in goals and ranks third in points. He's shooting 60% of his 
shots into the back of the net so far this season. He is the only player in the league with 
more than five goals, shooting over 50%.
